On the remaining evenings, 
students in host families are free to enjoy the city on their own (with a curfew)  
or spend time with their host family.

The Summer French and Equestrian for Teenagers program includes 15 hours 
of language classes and 15 hours of equestrian training per week. Develop your 
reading, writing, speaking, and comprehension skills in the morning, and in the 
afternoon train in the Classic (English) or Western style of riding, all in French!

At the Écuries Parent practice your French while taking riding classes 
alongside other teenagers from Quebec City, and with French-speaking 
trainers. Improve your riding skills as well as your French in this fun, immersion 
environment.
